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Project Method

The project method is based on pragmatism. John Dewey was in
favour of such education in which the difference between school

life or the environment for the student and real life is eliminated.
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Appropriate steps for the project
In this method, the centre of study is the project. While working

on the project, they acquire the knowledge they need at the same
time, no matter what the subject is, but still for teaching science,
they do things like planting a garden in the school, finding out the
causes of diseases, making a science museum, etc.
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WOrking system of project method
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A certain sequence has to be followed to study through project
method. These steps are as follows-

1. Creating situation - Teachers should create situation in the class

with the help of discussion so that students can propose the plan
themselves.

2. Selection of plan and clarification of its objective -

All the plans proposed for solving the problem cannot be
accepted, hence the plan is selected and its objective is clarified
by discussing with the students.
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Therefore, the choice of project depends on the following factors-
(i) The project should be acceptable to all students.

(ii) The project should be such that every student of the class can
participate in it.

(ili) The project should be educational and can provide education
on different subjects.

(iv) The project should be useful for the students.
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3. Planning of the project - After selecting the project, a program
should be made to complete it.

4. Implementation of the project - This is a very important and
long phase in the project method.

5. Evaluation - This aspect is an integral part of this teaching

method, through this it is known to what extent the objectives set
for any project have been fulfilled.
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6. Preparing the report - The report should contain complete
details of how the situation was created, what was discussed, the
work done by different students, the efforts of the students, the

location and the procedure of the project. If there error in

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Merits of Project Method

1. Students have to do different types of work to solve problems,

so they start understanding the importance of labour and learn to
respect workers.

2. In this, students get opportunities to develop curiosity and pure
observation power and to experience the joy of discovery.

3. This method develops social feelings in students. By working
with mutual cooperation, they learn citizenship.

5. This method follows all three laws of learning of Thorndike- Law
of Readiness, Law of Exercise and Law of Effect.
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
