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Activity : Tour
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In teaching, audio material means such material through which

knowledge is imparted to the students by narrating it. Some major
examples of audio material in this are as follows-
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Radio: Radio is one. It is a device through which
autobiographies and speeches of such people are narrated to
the students, through whom changes are brought in the lives
of the students. Radio is an excellent medium of transmission
of information which is used in the field of education.
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Tape Recorder: The information collected through tape

recorder is broadcasted through cassettes as per the need to
clarify any topic among the students and to bring changes in the
teaching process, through which students can be activated in the
class and teaching learning can be done. The process can be

made effective.
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Through visual materials, objects are shown to students and children

learn by identifying their real properties. During this, the teaching
process is completed by keeping the topic in front of the student and
with the help of which an attempt is made to make the teaching
interesting.
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Globe: Globe is an important tool in the lecture process in

teaching, which is used to make students know about
directions, areas, place and situation.

Model or Demonstratioy: Model is a replica of an object. It presents

the actual shape, size etc. of an object, thereby enhancing the
knowledge and learning of the child and developing the thinking
power of the students. For example, through the globe, along with
the actual shape and size of the Earth, the condition of the seas and
oceans etc. can also be understood.
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Flannel Board: Flannel board is made from a cloth whose shape is
almost similar to a blackboard in appearance, in which many small

things are made by pasting them on that cloth. Flannel drawing
board is mostly used for small classes for cognitive development of
students.
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Through maps, children develop the ability to understand the
directions, position, distance of rivers, seas etc. and the situation of
different countries, due to which students move towards

philosophical education by giving the subject a concrete form from
abstract.
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Blackboard / Board: Blackboard is an important and most used

auxiliary material. Which is used for students of every class. The
child carefully observes the things written on the blackboard.
Through this, the subject matter can be clarified.
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Magazines/News Paper: Through these, knowledge of various
subjects is obtained. Newspapers and magazines keep the students
connected with the information of the country and abroad.
Through these, children get various types of vivid information.
Have knowledge of issues.
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Ticket/Time Table: Here children get real information. In this,

observation skills develop in children. Through this, theoretical
facts are explained practically.
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Such objects are used as a means of this type of materials through

which the objectives of teaching are achieved by showing visuals
along with voice to the students. In this, children learn by using their
senses. With their use, any subject matter is made interesting, simple
and understandable.
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Television/TP (Television / TV) Television is a medium of

modern educational process which helps in the all-round
development of students. This entertains the children and also
makes their knowledge permanent. Through television, students
get the opportunity to be exposed to inspiring speeches and
information.
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Functional aids and assistive devices are devices that improve the

quality of life by providing assistance in
their mobility, communication and daily activities.
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The knowledge gained through this is real and children get to
experience new things in it.
